ORPINGTON & NW KENT BADMINTON ASSOCIATION

CONSTITUTION

1.
NAME


The Association shall be called the "Orpington and North West Kent Badminton Association" (hereinafter called the "Association") and shall be the organisation associated with Kent Badminton Ltd in its region.

2.
MEMBER CLUBS


Membership of the Association is open to any Club at the discretion of the Executive Committee.  The member Club is also eligible to participate in all other activities organised and administered by the Association provided that the member Club has at least one team entered in the Inter-Club Competition (Junior Clubs and schools are exempt from this provision).  All Clubs accepted to membership shall pay the appropriate fees required by Badminton England (BE), the appropriate local county association and the Association.

3.
OBJECTS


The objects of the Association shall be the promotion of playing and improvement of badminton.  To this end it shall endeavour to initiate and administer, among other things, inter-Club competitions, coaching, tournaments and inter-regional events, in conformity with the Laws of Badminton and any relevant regulations of Badminton England and Kent Badminton Ltd.

4.
AREA


The area covered by the Association shall be the area of Orpington and any contiguous territory which can conveniently be regarded as part of the region.

5.
FEES


The amount of the annual subscription shall be reviewed and fixed at every Annual General Meeting.  The annual subscription of each member Club as fixed at Annual General Meetings from time to time shall be due and payable by 1 September.  Member Clubs may enter further teams into the inter-Club Leagues on payment of additional fees as fixed from time to time.  Any Club whose subscription is not received by the Honorary Treasurer by the date of the Fixture Meeting shall forfeit all rights of participation, subject to the discretion of the Executive Committee.

6.
ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING


An Annual General Meeting shall be held in May or June each year for the purpose of dealing with the affairs of the Association and to appoint an Executive Committee for the ensuing year.  Written notice convening the meeting, together with a copy of the Agenda, shall be sent to the Secretaries of all member Clubs at least fourteen days before the date of the meeting.  All member Clubs are entitled to appoint representatives to attend the Annual General Meeting but only one representative of each member Club shall have to the power to vote.  Representatives of 25% of member Clubs shall form a quorum.  Items for inclusion in the Agenda and nominations for election of officers may be made by any member Club and shall be forwarded in writing to the Honorary Secretary not later than 30 April.

7.
EXTRAORDINARY GENERAL MEETING


An Extraordinary General Meeting may be called at any time by the Executive Committee and shall be convened by the Honorary Secretary upon written request of any three members of the Executive Committee or by six member Clubs.  Every such request shall expressly state the object of the proposed meeting.  Notice and conduct of such meetings shall be as for an Annual General Meeting, save that only that business specified in the convening notice shall be transacted.

8.
ACCOUNTS AND AUDITOR


The Honorary Treasurer shall keep adequate records for the purpose of presenting an income and expenditure account and balance sheet to the Annual General Meeting.  Such annual accounts shall be made up to the date of the Meeting.  An auditor shall be appointed at the Annual General Meeting for the purpose of auditing the accounts prior to the next Annual General Meeting.

9.
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE


The management of the Association shall be vested in an Executive Committee to be elected at the Annual General Meeting consisting of a Chairman, a Vice-Chairman, an Honorary Secretary, an Honorary Treasurer, a Match Secretary and four other members.  The Executive Committee have the same right as a member Club to nominate in accordance with Rule 6.


All members of the Executive Committee shall retire annually but shall be eligible for re-election.  The Executive Committee shall have the power to fill casual vacancies amongst its members, to appoint sub-committees and to co-opt additional members.  Any five members shall form a quorum.

10.
REPRESENTATIVE TO KENT BADMINTON LTD


The Association shall appoint a Regional Councillor and an alternate to attend meetings held by Kent Badminton Ltd, such appointment to be in accordance with the Rules of that Company.

11.
COMPETITIONS


The Executive Committee shall draw up regulations for inter-Club competitions and for any other competition, tournament or badminton event, as may be required.  All such regulations shall be in accordance with the rules of Kent Badminton Ltd and Badminton England and any additional rule (not contravening Kent Badminton Ltd or Badminton England rules) or amendment shall be circulated to member-Clubs immediately after adoption by the Executive Committee and shall be subject to ratification and approval at the next ensuing Annual General Meeting.

12.
TROPHIES


In the event of Trophies being purchased or presented for the competitions, the Honorary Treasurer shall be, for all intents and purposes, the legal owner of such Trophies in trust for the Association.  All Trophies shall be insured by the Association, but the Clubs or individuals holding them shall be responsible for their safe-keeping and shall return them to the Honorary Treasurer or a member of the Executive Committee by 31 March each year.

13.
AMENDMENTS


This Constitution may be altered or amended only at a General Meeting and the proposed alteration shall be fully specified in the notice convening the meeting.  No alteration of the Constitution shall be adopted unless two-thirds of the votes cast shall be in favour thereof.
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
